How to Apply: 
• Applications will only be accepted from science majors. 
• GPA of 2.5 in major courses (2.0 overall) is required. 
• Applicants must provide -   
  1)  College transcript (official transcript is preferred) 
  2)  Two letters of recommendation 
  3)  Written statement of interests and goals (1-2 pages) 
• Students will be evaluated based on their completed applications and 

performance in scheduled follow-up telephone interviews. 
• Participants must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents of the  
 United States or its possessions;  students  on visas are ineligible.
